Main Skills and Strengths 

 .NET Development: C# and VB.NET development of ASP.NET, Winforms, and Web Services (8 
years) with or without the use of data entities. While I prefer winforms development, in 
ASP.NET development, am comfortable with and use AJAX, MVC, HTML, CSS, and JavaScript (but 
I am not a Java or JavaScript expert).   

 WPF and Silverlight: The next generation of .NET development for development of both desktop 
and browser based applications. Have developed business applications, both browser-based and 
desktop, and applications using 3D manipulations in WPF. The major advantages to these 
environments, in my opinion, is the strengthening and expansion of the underlying .NET 
framework, with dependency properties, routed events, and many other aspects. 

 SQL Server Design and Development: Advanced design, development, and usage. Very strong in 
database modeling as well as in development of T-SQL and CLR stored procedures; solid 
grounding in relational theory (15 years). 

 Oracle Design and Development: Design, development and usage. Strong data modeling; good 
development and usage. Primary interface tool was Toad for Oracle.   

 Software Analysis and Design: Strong skills in the analysis of business needs and existing 
software systems to help determine optimal solutions for a company. Have used or been 
exposed to, a variety of development architectures, methodologies, paradigms, and design 
patterns including Agile, MVC, MVP, MVVM. Still working on finding the perfect approach. 

 Data Analysis and Data Mining: Strong skills in database analysis and data mining (not always 
fully automated) to develop important and pertinent business intelligence. If you have a lot of 
data and want to make some sense of it or want difficult questions answered, then I’m your guy. 

 Delphi Development: (Object Pascal) Very strong solid Windows applications and utilities 
development, generally with SQL Server as the database back end (15 years).  The Delphi VCL is 
often seen as the precursor to the .NET framework in its definition, implementation and guiding 
principles. 

 Visual FoxPro: Applications and utilities development and design experience (23 years including 
earlier incarnations). Use now is mostly limited to using as an analysis and data manipulation 
tool. Working with Visual FoxPro involves an immersion in the applications’ data than is not 
found in any other development platform. I believe that FoxPro developers unavoidably acquire 
a sort of implicit understanding and relationship with data that is quite helpful when developing 
in environments where the data is maintained separately from the application.  

 VB 6 (and below): No experience with classic VB, other than looking at the code and being glad 
that I never had to develop in that environment. Have ported some VB applications to VB.NET 
and C# however.
